RULES AND CONDITIONS FOR USE OF COMPUTER NETWORKS

SCHOOL DISTRICT OF RANDOM LAKE
The School District of Random Lake provides access to computer networks through the Internet, for instructional purposes.  The following rules apply to any student who accesses a computer network through the School District of Random Lake.

In order to make the School District of Random Lake computer network run properly and give students opportunities to use a computer for class work, the following computer rules are to be followed.

STUDENTS AGREE TO:

1. Use only their username and password, and not give this sign in information to any other person to use.

2. Refrain from using profane, derogatory or otherwise inappropriate language, symbols or pictures on the computer system.

3. Not use the system to send harassing, unwelcome, or random messages to others.

4. No checking or sending email unless authorized by their teacher or other staff member.

5. Refrain from copying another student’s work, using another student’s work as his/her own.

6.  No interfering with another student’s computer equipment or programs.

7. Correctly log out of the network after each time of use.  Failure to log out will result in a 24 hour loss of computer use in computer labs or library.

8. Not use computer programs brought from outside the school, or remove or copy computer programs or files from any drive on the computer system, unless a district teacher or administrator grants permission to do so.

9. Operate only in the confines of the programs and menus offered on the network unless authorized by an instructor to do otherwise.

10. Stay out of areas that contain sexually explicit material, references to illegal use of drugs or alcohol, references to weapons and incendiary devices, or other material deemed inappropriate by the teacher.  If they should accidentally enter an area like this, students are to immediately leave the site and inform the teacher or other staff member.

11. Computers are for school related use only.

12. No blogging unless instructed by staff for research.

13. No using YouTube unless instructed by staff for research. 

14. No iPods, or MP3 players hooked up to computers to listen to music.

15. Never send personal information, such as name, phone number, addresses, passwords, etc., over computer networks.  They understand that even though they may be sending the information to someone known personally, others also could read it without their knowledge or consent.

16. Report any known abuses of the computer network by others to a teacher or supervisor.

17. Not download files, unless authorized by the teacher, to school computers.  Downloaded files may contain viruses, which could damage the computer and cause the school to shut down its computer network availability.

18. Not send or retrieve copyrighted materials (computer programs, pictures, etc.) over the computer network.  This is a violation of the law and shows disrespect for those who created the original work.

19. Not engage in any computer activity that is detrimental to self, others or the school and school district.

20. Abide by any additional rules and/or procedures established by their teachers.

Any disks or files created or stored on the network become the property of the School District of Random Lake and may be accessed, copied, deleted, printed, or duplicated by a district staff person.

Please keep the RULES AND CONDITIONS for future reference and return this page of the agreement to school.  This agreement must be signed by BOTH the student and parent/guardian before access to computer networks will be granted.

I have read the RULES AND CONDITIONS for use of the computer network(s) and agree to abide by them.  I further understand that if I violate the RULES AND CONDITIONS that:

1. I will lose all of my computer privileges for a period of time, depending on the severity of my offense.

2. While the loss of my computer privileges will be based upon the severity of my rule violation, the following minimum penalties will apply:

First Offense – Loss of privileges for a minimum of 9 school weeks.

Second Offense – Loss of privileges for a minimum of 18 school weeks.

Third Offense – Loss of privileges for a minimum of one school year.

Fourth Offense – Loss of privileges for school career.

3. Violations of the RULES AND CONDITIONS are cumulative from year to year for the students duration at Random Lake School District..

4. I will be subject to additional discipline depending upon the nature and severity of my violation.

5. I may be the subject of legal action by the School District of Random Lake if I breach file security, violate copyright laws or I violate other local, state or federal laws or regulations.
